Regulations on Subsidies and Incentives for English Proficiency Tests – International College
Revised and approved by the Council of Directors on September 16, 2015

Article 1
To align with the “Bilingual Learning Program for College Students” and to encourage students of this College to take English proficiency tests and achieve the CEFR B2 level, these regulations are hereby established.

Article 2
Students of this College who register for the BESTEP (BEST Test of English Proficiency) may apply for a subsidy to cover the registration fee, reimbursed based on actual expenses.

Article 3
Students of this College who take the BESTEP and achieve the following standards may apply for an Excellence Award. Freshmen who reach CEFR B2 in all four skills (listening, speaking, reading, and writing) before the end of their second semester of enrollment will receive an additional NT$500 bonus. Each student may apply only once, and applicants may not use the same test result to apply for other subsidies or awards within the University.

Excellence Award Standards:

Writing score at or above CEFR B2: NT$1,200

Listening, speaking, and reading scores at or above CEFR B2: NT$600 each

Writing score at or above CEFR C1: NT$1,800

Listening, speaking, and reading scores at or above CEFR C1: NT$1,200 each

Article 4
Students who pass CEFR B2 will be given priority in being admitted to overseas internship opportunities arranged by the College.

Article 5
Eligible students must complete the application form and submit it together with the original official score report (for verification), a photocopy of the score report, and a photocopy of their postal passbook cover to the program office.

Article 6
Students must bring the preliminarily reviewed application form and photocopy of the score report to the International College office to apply for the award. Awards will be disbursed collectively after the application has been reviewed and approved.

Article 7
Recipients of subsidies and awards must submit a reflection presentation to the program office and participate in presentation sharing.

Article 8
These regulations shall take effect upon approval at the College Affairs Meeting.

Article 9
The funding source for these implementation guidelines is the “Bilingual Education Program for College Students” of the Ministry of Education. In the event that the funding is discontinued or reduced, these implementation guidelines may be suspended, or the number of award recipients and the standards for distributing award funds may be adjusted accordingly.
